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	Independent Study / Revision

	For each novel or play, you should collect evidence which allows you to discuss:
· Key characters
· Key relationships
· Key themes
in 5 different places across the text. You should collect significant quotes which allow you to discuss your thoughts on characters/relationships/themes and ensure you focus on specific language and structural devices. For the 19th Century novel, remember the WIDER CONTEXT – the writer’s time era and issues/personal circumstances/attitudes and intentions.

For poetry, re-read the 18 poems; group poems into themes (remembering that a poem can fall into several themes!) and select key quotes that enable you to discuss the theme, considering language and structural features as well. Remember the WIDER CONTEXT – the writer’s time era/personal circumstances/attitudes and intentions are also vital for success with poetry.
